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My experience with Erasmus+ in Granada, SPAIN

My unforgettable memories from Spain with Erasmus+

Hello everybody, my name is Stefn and | am one of the students that
had the opportunity to be part of the Erasmus+ project, the organizers
being the European Union and letting students like me go to different
countries, this year being Spain. Today, | will be writing about the
things that happened in my time being there.

On our first day we were all super excited, because only 2 of the 8 of
us had ever been on a plane before, so we had to switch seats now and
then, so everyone of us can get the beautiful view from the plane. Our
flight was around 2-3 hours long, after we landed in Malaga we had to
take a bus to Granada, which was so damn long, like 3 hours. When we
got to Granada we were all hungry and tired, so our teachers took us
to a restaurant near our hotel, so we didn’t have to walk too much.
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On our second day we went back to Malaga and explored the city, we
were supposed to visit the Picasso museum, but there were too much
people, so instead we visited the Cathedral of Malaga and we got a
Ferris wheel next to the coast and the view was just... left me
speechless, it was incredible, being able to see the whole city from it,
just amazing. After that it was time for our bus back to Granada, then
we had dinner and went back to the hotel.

On our third day we went around Granada and visited the cathedral
there. It was smaller than the one in Malaga, but it was still incredible.

Pretty much on this day we goofed around the city not knowing that
we were doing, but most importantly we all had fun.

On our fourth day we had our first day at school, exciting isn’t it.
Anyway, there was a welcoming ceremony, when we got there. It was
really cute. After that all of us when into a something like a conference
room where we had all of us introduced. We would have to go up there
infront of all of the other students from the other countries and get a
name plate. All of us combined there were 3 Turks, 4 Italians, 5
Romanians and us, 8 Bulgarians. Then around 11 o’clock everyday we
had our coffee break. After it we had a school guided visit, so we split
into groups and went through the whole school, it took us almost 2
hours. It is a very big school | must say. Then we had a workshop about
religious symbols, so pretty much we were given, a blank piece of
paper, some markers and a piece of paper on which there were
different symbols from different religions.

On our fifth day we had a religion stereotypes seminar in which all of
the countries had a presentation prepared for different religions and
stereotypes everyone believes in, some of which being that Muslims
are terrorists/stink, Christians are homophobic/racists, etc. After that
we had guided visit in Albayzin, which are the streets around the
school, there was a special spot that everyone would go to have some
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peace, from it you could see the whole city, the castle Alhambra for
which we are going to talk later about and we could also see the
beautiful mountain Sierra Nevada meaning “mountain range covered
in snow” in Spanish.

On our sixth day we had a guided visit to Alhambra, a castle on the
edge of the city. We almost didn’t have time to explore it, because it
was too big, the views from the castle were amazing and we took some
really nice pictures. After that we went back to the school and had a
workshop about the different religions and meaning of them, | was
really surprised when some of the girls from our group and some other
students presented atheism, which means people that don’t believe in
any kind of god, me myself | am an atheist. After we were done with
the workshop we went to Nevada shopping center and well, it was
about time the girls waste their money. We had 4 free hours to go
around the shopping center and do whatever we want, after that we
had dinner in it and went back to the hotel.

On our seventh day we spent our whole day visiting the Parque de Las
Ciencias, which was something really incredible, it was a zoo, an
aquarium, a history museum, there was something like a butterfly
collections, in which you could go in and touch the butterflies and take
pictures of them, it was really beautiful and there was a live
performance of the men making tricks with birds, making them fly over
our heads catching meat, unfortunately they were speaking in Spanish
and we didn’t understand anything, but still, it was amazing to watch.

And our last day in Spain came, day eight. We had a typical dances
lessons, in which we were separated into 5 groups, being the
Bulgarian, Romania, Italian, Turkish and the Spanish. Me and two other
girls from my Bulgarian group were able to teach 3 Spanish kids how
to dance 2 traditional Bulgarian dances, Dunavsko horo and the
Chichovo horo. They were actually pretty good, they learned both of
them in around 20-30 minutes, we had some fast learners in our
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group. Then we all went back to the main room and each group
presented their dances, but while presenting the dances not only the
people that were taught dances, almost every single one of us stood
up there and had fun. It was really funny and an enjoying experience
personally for me and | would guess for the others as well. Our last
dinner in Spain was in some special restaurant in which we watched a
traditional Flamenco show, it was really nice and pretty hard and super
long, the people that can do this type dance are really talented.

06.11.2018- Early in the morning, we were all at the station ready to
opt for Sofia. We all waited for our arrival in Spain. We arrived late in
the evening and settled in a pretty and cozy hotel and went to dinner
with two Spanish teachers who took us to a restaurant where we ate
Spanish traditional food. Tired of the road, we went to the hotel and
lay down immediately. Even then, we were impressed how friendly
and open to new mutual relations are the people of Spain, with two
women from the neighboring table asking us what purpose we are
here and interested in the project and our country.

My
greatest impression made me that in this school they gave everyone
the opportunity. It was disabled, be it disadvantaged, there was room
for everyone. They wanted to show how each person has space under
the sun and deserves to show off his possibilities.

Their school is also a bio school and they cultivate a protected look and
each child plants something and have a lot of interesting activities in
general. Then in the chair we gave us typical Spanish dishes, paella and
cake, which we loved very much and | miss. workshop and again we
were divided into mixed groups like this one we had a pretty big ball
and each group had to make 1.2 religious symbols to paint them and
then stick them to this ball. The goal was to show how this is our Earth
and has a place for every type of religion and that we have to be one
whole! We made many friends on this day.

On the fourth day we were ready for the next day of school and again
to see the people we became friends with. Although we were getting
together with different people each day because everyone wanted to
participate and contribute in some way to the project. We went to
school there, we had already prepared the next workshop, we were
divided into mixed groups and we had to make a poster that shows
exactly the purpose of the project - Stereotypes stop creativity. We
had handy materials and had to draw a sticking to write and show how
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these stereotypes were not at all true and to introduce it to the rest
was extremely fun. Then we went to explore the city and had the
chance to see a magnificent view of the high places - the Alhambra and
the Mount Sierra Nevada. Even if we were tired, we always had the
strength to continue because we wanted to enjoy every second of our
stay there.

Again we were divided into mixed groups and | fell into
a group of Spaniards who taught me a flamenco, it is very long and
complicated and consists of 4 parts and we only had 1 hour for this,
they only learned the first part. Then each group had to present to
everyone, the learned dance. It was a lot of fun. Then we all danced
and danced with all kinds of dances. It was time for us to say goodbye
to everyone, it was very difficult for us to make very strong friendships.
