Report for the First Learning/Teaching/Training activities – C1 – 14-20.02.2018 
Тhe first transnational meeting started on 14.02.2018 with the arrival of delegations in Naples, Italy. They gathered at Instituto Comprehensivo “Giovanni Falcone” in Naples, Italy for the opening ceremony. The headmaster gave a speech and welcomed all the participants in this learning mobility. After some icebreaking activities, the students from the partner schools were introduced to their Italian host peers, who attended the ceremony with their parents. Having being acquainted with each other before through the social networks, the Italian hosts met their guests and took them home.
Day1
The 1st working day on 15.02.2018- Thursday - started at 9 o’clock at Instituto  Comprehensivo “Giovanni Falcone”. All the partner schools were welcomed by the Italian team at the Conference room. The partners presented their country and school. After that the Italian hosts showed their school in a guided tour around the school premises. The students were fascinated by the pictures and posters in the corridors on the project “Stereotyping stops creativeness” and the Erasmus+ wall with activities at school.
All the students working on the project  were divided into multicultural groups. They got to know each other with many communication games. Then they take turns to participate in the pottery workshop. They learned about the traditional symbols of Naples and were taught how to make a clay object and what techniques to use. The students were very happy working in this workshop. After lunch at school all the participants went sightseeing in Naples – they enjoyed the view of the Mediterrian sea on the coast of Naples. In the evening the partner students were hosted by the Italian students.
Day2
The 2nd  working day on 16.02.2018 – Friday- started at 9 o’clock at I. C. “G. Falcone” with a workshop about stereotypes.  All the partner schools presented different approaches to the topic of stereotyping in different situations in their presentations. They demonstrated understanding on topics like xenofobia, homofobia, transfobia. They discussed the situations, make comparisons and expressed their own opinion. Finally they produced posters with their suggestions how to deal with these stereotypes.
In the afternoon the students rehearsed for the Talents’ show to be presented on Saturday to the parents of the Italian students.
Day3
The 3rd working day on 17.02.2018 – Saturday- started at 10:00 at Multicenter hall with the Talents’ show under the name “All together/No Hate Show.” All students from Italy, Bulgaria, Romania, Spain and Turkey performed dances in front of all students from I.C. “G. Falcone” who attended the show together with their parents.
At 14:30 all students and the parents of the Italian students from I.C. “G. Falcone” had lunch together in the restaurant of the Multicenter hall, Naples. The lunch was prepared by all the parents of the students at I.C. “G. Falcone”. All parents got acuainted with the teachers and students from Bulgaria, Romania, Spain and Turkey – partners in the project
Day 4

The 4th working day started at 8:30 with a trip to Pompei. The tour guide showed the burried town under the ashes from the eruption of the Vesuvius Volcano. In the afternoon the students visited the excavations of the burried town Ercolano. The guide explained about the people and their traditional way of  life in Pompei and Ercolano before the tragedy struck people there. The students learned how people used to live these days.
Day 5

The 4th working day started on 19.02.2018 – Monday at 9:00 in the main square of Naples in front of Royal palace of Caserta. The tour guide explained briefly the history of Naples. The students visited the Naples Cathedral and the Naples National archaeological museum. The students tries famous pizza Margeritta for lunch. In the afternoon the students xperienced through the alleys of the historical center of Naples, accompanied by a local expert guide to discover Naples' history, culture and tradition.
In the end of the meeting the partners filled in their names in the list of participants and received their declaration of attendance and certificates.
On 20.02.2018  at 9:00 the participants in the 1st LTTA gathered at I.C.”G. Falcone” for a farewell breakfast.
